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St Aloysius’ College Sixth Form Home School Agreement – 2025/26

At St Aloysius’ College, we are a community bound by our shared values. We acknowledge that each of us is a unique creation of God. Our actions towards others are based on the Gospel values of justice, respect, for forgiveness.
The code of conduct aims to create an atmosphere where our values as a faith and learning community can flourish and where every pupil can achieve his/her full potential.
We expect all students to behave well, cooperate and be polite at all times. If this is the case, our school community flourishes and all students will feel safe, secure and able to achieve their best. 

Student Code of Conduct
To create a calm and orderly learning environment, students must always:
· Arrive on time for the morning registrations and for all lessons
· Remove coats, hats and other outdoor clothing before entering lessons
· Enter the classroom in silence and stand behind their desks until invited by the teacher to be seated
· Begin each lesson with a Sign of the Cross
· Remain silent whilst the teacher is speaking
· Put pencil case and equipment on the desk
· Complete all homework set
· Complete all weekly independent research required/advised
· Stay on task and allow others to do so
· Follow the health and safety rules of each department
· Remain seated unless asked to move by a member of staff

To create a calm and orderly environment around the school, students will always:
· Move quickly and quietly between lessons, staying left in corridors
· Conduct themselves in a sensible manner, not shouting or running in the building
· Follow the instructions of staff without argument
· Respect other people and their property, not damaging the school environment in any way
· Put rubbish in the bins provided and keep the site clean and pleasant

Students must never:
· Verbally or physically abuse any member of the school community
· Bully or intimidate anyone in the community, or use technology to do so
· Fight
· Refuse to follow a member of staff’s instructions
· Have or use alcohol or drugs
· Have or bring a weapon or anything that could be used as a weapon to the school site

In addition to the general school expectation, Sixth Form students are expected to be excellent role models to the lower years. We expect students to:
1. Accept responsibility for their learning and academic progress with the support of their Form Tutor and Subject Teachers.
2. NOT WASTE TIME: students must be in supervised study/doing private study when not in lessons
3. Complete all set work to the best of their ability and by the required date, as well as giving appropriate time to background study, wider research and examination revision.
4. Attend all lessons on time and explain any absences or late arrivals
5. Attend after school supervised study when directed to
6. Maintain an acceptable, courteous standard of behaviour at school and while engaged in activities associated with the school
7. Ensure that their own behaviour and attitude never have a detrimental effect on the academic progress of other students
8. Follow the Sixth Form Equal Opportunities Policy with regard to all students, members of staff and school visitors
9. Abide by the school policies including those on Health and Safety, Illegal Substances, smoking and Consumption of Alcohol and never knowingly endanger the health and physical well-being of others
10. Respect and thus help maintain the condition of the Sixth Form building, property and general environment and accept responsibility to help keep the school clean and tidy
11. Follow any instructions and guidelines issued by the Sixth Form
12. Dress in accordance with the Sixth Form Dress Code (see below)

Setting a good example to the lower school includes:
· No earphones/mobile phones on display in the school building (see below)
· No eating/drinking in corridors
· Moving around the building in a quiet, sensible and mature manner
· Contributing positively to the running of the school

Students should accept as necessary any appropriate actions taken by the Sixth Form if the above conditions are not fulfilled. Such action is set out in a Behaviour Contract. Depending on the nature of the transgression, parents/carers may also be invited in for a discussion.















Sixth Form Dress Code
The Sixth Form has adopted a dress code designed to promote a positive image of the school. All sixth formers are expected to adhere to the code. This dress code allows considerable freedom whilst ensuring that everyone’s appearance is smart and business-like. 
The expectations are:
· Professional business length skirt (girls)/full length trousers (boys/girls) – black
· Shirt with collar/blouse – White 
· Ties should be worn by male students
· V-necked cardigan/jumper and/or smart jacket
· Sensible shoes that can be polished (no trainers)


Sport BTEC students:
· St. Aloysius tracksuit top, bottom and tee-shirt
· Trainers

Students are not permitted to wear:
· Any outdoor coat around the building
· Sports clothing (except for Sport BTEC students -see above)
· Hooded tops
· Trainers (except for Sport BTEC students -see above)/flip flops/sliders/canvas shoes/Vans/Converse/shoes containing any white
· Jeans/denim/skinny jeans/leggings/jeggings/leather or leather-look trousers/skinny trousers
· Strappy/revealing tops or bare midriffs/shoulders
· Skirts that are overly tight or short
· Caps or bandanas or durags

Students are expected to wear clean clothing at all times.
 Failure to adhere to the above dress code will in the first instance lead to the student being sent home to change. 


Enrichment:
For the students who will opt for a sport during the Enrichment periods, changing into practical clothing (shorts, trainers, tee-shirts) will be advised.






Mobile Phones and the Use of Mobile Phones on site:
As mobile phones are banned for the lower years, Sixth Formers are expected to adhere to the following requirements:
· Mobile phones and earphones must not be on display on the school site at any time, except in the Sixth Form Common Room at lunch and break times.
· Mobile phones and earphones must not be used on the school site at any time, except in the Sixth Form Common Room at lunch and break times.

Bursaries
Receipt of any bursaries is dependent on attendance, punctuality and academic performance: attendance and punctuality must remain above 96% and students need to ensure that all their assessed work meet their Target Grades.

Continuous Assessments
In Year 12 and Year 13, students are regularly tested in each of their subjects. Students are expected to achieve or exceed their target grade. 
Concerns raised of lack of effort and lack of work resulting in lack of progress in the monthly monitoring report will result in parental meetings. 

Admission into Year 12 and Progression 
To enrol in Year 12, students must:
· have reached a minimum of 96% attendance and 96% punctuality in Year 11
· have an excellent track record of behaviour and attitude to learning 
· meet the entry requirements for their chosen subjects

To progress in Year 12, students must:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]pass their Year 12 Baseline Tests (September 2025) for each of their subjects
· meet their End of Year Target Grade in their subjects’ continuous assessments and in their Mock Exams
· maintain a minimum of 96% attendance and 96% punctuality throughout Year 12

Progression from Year 12 into Year 13
To progress into Year 13, students must: 
· have a minimum of 96% attendance and 96% punctuality in Year 12
· achieve or exceed their Year 12 End of Year Target Grade in each of their A Level subjects at Mock 2 / have gained Merits in all units if studying a BTEC vocational course, except for exceptional circumstances at the discretion of the Headteacher.
